PART A (20 POINTS)

Use the truman.dat Data Set for this Problem (the codebook for the dataset is below)...
STEP 1:  Create a SAS program file with the following attributes:

1. Do all necessary SAS steps to input and appropriately label your output of this program.
2. Sort your data set by gender and then party.  Provide notation in your program to explain what you did.  
3. Run a Chi-Square using gender and vote choice.  Provide all measures of association for this bivariate relationship.  Interpret your results (separate sheet)  
4. Run a Chi-Square for women using party and vote choice.  Do the same with men.  Interpret your results (separate sheet).  

5. Create ordinal variables using the thermometer scores in the data set.   

6. Create value labels for party, gender, & region as well as the ordinal approval variables you created and apply them.  Do a print procedure for all variables.  

STEP 2:  Run the SAS program using SAS.

STEP 3:  Debug your SAS program using the log file.

STEP 4:  Turn in printout.
