Please be thorough and use appropriate cites when providing evidence to support your position.  You should include issues related to governmental policy, authority, legitimacy, the requirements and determinants of democracy, necessary and related institutions, as well as the role of groups, parties, and international actors in your paper.  Feel free to consult with the Director in determining what direction your position paper will take.  You will be asked to present your findings at the scheduled Congressional hearings for April and May.  Good luck.  We’re counting on you!
